Believe the Warning and the Hope

God through the prophet Jeremiah denounced the sins of Judah and called the nation to
return to Him, but the people would not listen. Because of their rebellion, God would send
them to serve the king of Babylon for seventy years (Jer. 25:11-14; 29:10). Yet, even after
this punishment, God gave them hope:

For thus says the LORD: After seventy years are completed at Babylon, |
will visit you and perform My good word toward you, and cause you to
return to this place. For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, says
the LORD, thoughts of peace and not of evil, to give you a future and a
hope. Then you will call upon Me and go and pray to Me, and I will listen
to you. And you will seek Me and find M e when you search for Me with
all your heart. I will be found by you, says the LORD, and I will bring you
back from your captivity; I will gather you from all the nations and from
all the places where I have driven you, says the LORD, and I will bring
you to the place from which I cause you to be carried away captive.
(Jeremiah 29:10-14.)

When Cyrus, the king of Persia, came to the throne and conquered Babylon, he made a
proclamation for the Jews to return to their homeland and build the temple
(2 Chron. 36:22, 23; Ezra 1:1-2). Jeremiah not only proclaimed the fall of Judah to
Babylon, but also stated that Babylon would fall (Jer. 50:2; 51:8). Isaiah, another
spokesman of God who prophesied before Jeremiah, foretold that Babylon would fall
(Isa. 21:9) to a ruler named Cyrus (Isa. 44:28; 45:1-7) well over a century before the
event took place. God alone can declare with certainty events yet to come
(Isa. 41:22, 23).

We can trust God’s promises of punishment and restoration. What the Lord has warned
us of in the New Testament must be taken seriously. When He warns of everlasting
destruction, the vengeance of flaming fire on those that do not know God and do not
obey the gospel, we must take it seriously (2 Thess. 1:7-9). Too often people dismiss
these warnings, believing the age-old lie of the devil, “You will not surely die”
(Gen. 3:4).

When we come to our senses and realize we must repent, then we also must believe the
Lord’s promises for forgiveness and hope. When we are baptized into Christ, do we
believe that our sins are washed away (Acts 2:38; 22:16)? Do we believe God when He
says, “l — wi | | be merciful to their unrighteo
wi || r e me md @¢b. 8:m29? Wheo weeare trying to walk in the light and
realized we have sinned, do we believe that God is faithful and just to forgive us and
cleanse us from all unrighteousness if we confess and forsake our sins (1 Jn. 1:5-9)?
Based on God’s promises, do we know that we have eternal life (1 Jn. 5:13)? Do we
know that we have in heaven a better, abiding possession than anything we own on earth
(Heb. 10:34)?

Let us take seriously the statements God makes about the future. If we do, it will first
cause us to repent if we are in sin. Then if we continue to do so, it will mean that we are
not plagued by our past, but instead trust in the grace and forgiveness of God which is
essential for an abundant life. -Mark Day
